Successful 
candidates should have a doctorate in her/his relevant discipline (awarded earlier than or 
by December 2022), a strong publication record which includes at least one or more SCI, 
SSCI, A&HCI, Scopus, W&L Law Journal Ranking and should be able to provide the 
evidence of excellence in teaching.
